Purpose

The purpose of this ordinance is to protect the health of the people sers cd by this water system by preventing
contaminants from {lowing backwards into the water supply. To accomplish this, these rules are in
compliance with Oregon Administrative Rules (OARs) 333-061-0070 through 333-061-0074,

Requirements
Actual or potential cross connections are prohibited. If a potential exists for a cross connection the water
system must be protected by an appropriate backllow prevention device or asscmbly.

Any high hazards, as specified in the OARs will be given the highest priority, and protected with an approved
air gap or reduced pressure backllow assembly.

Enforcement

The waler system has the nght 1 refuse or lerminale water service 1o any customer w ho does not:
 Install a backflow device or assembly., when an actual or potential ¢ross connection exists.
e Test the assembly at least annually and complete nccessary repairs

The water system reserves the right to require a backflow device at the customer’s side of the water meter if
access is not allowed o determine if a backflow device or assembly 18 necessary.

The water system will allow a reasonable lime Lo achieve compliance with our rules, but should a backflow
incident occur. the water system has the right to terminate service immediately and restore itonly alter
compliance.
