Requirements and descriptions for Laboratory Chemical ASCII sample submission
Below are the parameters needed to submit a sample row in an ASCII file to the Oregon DWP.
Values are separated by commas. 

There are 12 columns in a row. Reporting limit column can be empty, but comma must exist.
To help with lab personnel troubleshooting/reading, empty rows between samples are allowed. It would be nice if sample results were sorted by SampleID. It makes it easier for labs and DWP to troubleshoot.

Quotes are not required around values.

ASCII File naming convention:

 CH-OR1 & xxxxx-yyyymmdd.txt (notice that the date part is reversed from previous specifications and the coliform ASCII specification. This makes sorting easier.)
Example, City Of Portland submitted on May 5, 2009:    CH-OR100014-20090505.txt

Extra info:
You can submit the same sample ID more than once. The file upload system only checks for duplicate result rows. For example, you can submit half your SOC group at one time, and then come back and submit the other half or have another lab submit the other half. This will work as long as you keep the same Sample ID with the water. All results will be used for a specific sample point compliance if the sample id’s are the same. There is one catch: sample sample number for different labs must be in a separate submission. Otherwise, all sample results are added for both labs.
